Dear colleagues,

Here you are the 97th issue of our journal “Ukrainian Religious Studies” (URS), which is publishing as a cate-
gory “B” journal. I can thank you all for the efforts you have made to fill our editorial portfolio with your scientific
achievements. Thanks to you, the journal has taken a worthy place in the list of professional scientific periodicals.

The received articles were carefully read by the members of the editorial board, checked for plagiarism and
double-reviewed. The variety of topics and approaches is impressive, which indicates the vitality of the science of
religion, as well as religion itself. The range of problems that have found interest from researchers is very wide:
from the Trypillian cult of Tur to the moral challenges of the modern Russian-Ukrainian war. We do not limit the
topics of research, but care about the quality of the submitted articles. That is why we invite well-known reviewers
who professionally recommend to the authors what and how can be improved in the text to make the research look
more scientific. This issue of “URS” contains historical, theological, ethical, and political science articles devoted
to religious issues.

This is not the first time that the editorial board has experienced difficulties with the classification of submitted
articles. This issue does not contain articles for the traditional section “Theory and Methodology of Religious Stud-
ies”. The authors are probably working on factual material in order to reach the level of theoretical generalizations.
Nevertheless, the first historical block is represented by studies of different eras: from the Trypillian period to
the Soviet years, from the study of ancient cults to the state-party persecution of Protestant communities, from the
semiotics of colors to historical figures of the Orthodox renewal.

Modern researchers are interested in the doctrinal features of certain religious and spiritual movements. It is pre-
cisely such articles that the II section of the journal, which includes studies of the heritage of A. Crowley, T. Zekler,
J. Sh. Spong, has brought together. A. Yatsishyn and V. Chornysh reflect on the moral aspects of beliefs.

The religious life of today is always in the field of attention of scientists, so the III block with articles by
N. Rusko, O. Sokolovskyi and O. Borisova introduces us to modern trends in the religious life of Ukraine and the
world.

A new section has been created, To the anniversaries, memorable dates, important events, which will be
filled with current articles on various topics. This time, the 100th anniversary of Father Stepan Yarmus is discussed
in the article of Prof. A. Kolodnyi. In the next one, we are waiting for information about conferences, seminars,
interesting events of scientific and educational life.

Finally, the journal ends with a review, so far one. We would like to see the revival of scientific life in the form
of scientific reactions to new books and articles.

Once again, I sincerely thank the authors, reviewers, and the organizing group, in particular the Helvetica pub-
lishing house, for supporting the journal with texts, ideas, research, reviews, and technical support. I am convinced
that our journal will live on, attracting the attention not only of academic circles, but also of those interested in
religion, the religious life of Ukraine and the world.
